RECIPE OF THE MONTH

Double Duty Dish
1 sm. Carton cottage cheese

1 sm. Pkg. orange jello

20 oz. can pineapple chunks

1 sm. Can mandarin oranges

1 Sm. Carton Cool Whip

Pour jello over cottage cheese (in large bowl), but do not dissolve jello with water. Pour directly from package. Drain pineapple and mandarin oranges, and add to the jello mixture.  Mix in the Cool Whip. This can be made a day ahead and it keeps for several days in the refrigerator. If a little moisture appears, simply stir.
