RECIPE of the MONTH
Last month we gave you a delicious and timely recipe for Crockpot Apple Butter. This month we’ll help out your holiday parties with a Hot Holiday Punch provded by Marita Deatrick.. Enjoy!
Hot Holiday Punch
1 ½ qts. Cranberry Juice
2 qts. Apple juice

½ c. brown sugar

½ tsp. salt

4 cinnamon sticks

1 ½ tsp whole cloves

Perk in a coffee pot.

Place the last 4 ingredients in the coffee basket. 

(The sticks and cloves can be re-used 3 or 4 times, allowing them to dry after each use.)

Peg’s Breakfast Casserole

Set oven to 350 degrees.

Ingredients:

1 stick margarine

1 dozen eggs

Salt and pepper to taste

2 c. cubed ham or 1 lb. browned sausage

32 oz. bag frozen hash browns 

1 c. milk

2 c. shredded cheese

Optional: dried onions, green peppers

Directions: 

1. Brown sausage; drain. 

2. Melt butter in 9 x 13 pan sprayed with Pam 

3. Spread ½ of hash browns over melted margarine 

4. Add onions/green peppers (if using them) over potatoes 

5. Add meat of choice. 

6. Gently beat eggs, add milk and cheese; mix gently. 

7. Pour eggs, milk, and cheese over potatoes 

8. Top with rest of potatoes. 

Bake at 350 degrees for 1 hour. If not set in middle, bake about 10-15 minutes longer
