RECIPE OF THE MONTH

Here is a good salad for those summer barbecues or for any gathering. It’s easy, quick and delicious.
Strawberry Chiffon Pie
4 oz. Package sugar free strawberry Jello

1 c. boiling water

1 pt. strawberries, hulled, or use frozen strawberries
½ c. sugar 

1 tsp. lemon juice

8 oz. tub light Cool Whip

1 egg white or powdered egg white

3 tbs. sugar

6 oz. butter flavored piecrust or regular piecrust

Slice strawberries, saving a few whole ones for decoration. Add 1/3 c. sugar and lemon juice. Let stand about an hour. 

Mix Jello and boiling water and let cool a little. Then add strawberries. Chill until mixture starts to thicken, then lightly whip with rotary beater. Beat egg white until stiff, gradually adding 3 tbsp. sugar. Fold beaten egg white and half the whipped topping into strawberry mixture.

Pour into pie crust or dessert dish and place in refrigerator to set. 

Top with remaining whipped topping and garnish with strawberries.
