Microwave A Basic Meatloaf

2 eggs, lightly beaten



2 tbsp. Worcestershire sauce

11/2 lb.s ground beef



1 teaspoon seasoned salt

¼ c. fine bread crumbs



½ tsp. dry mustard

small onion, chopped



¼ tsp. pepper

Mix all above ingredients together well. Spread over top, if desired, 2 tbsp. catsup, steak, barbecue, or chili sauce. Microwave at high power in a round dish for 12 to 18 ;minutes, a ring-shaped dish for 8 to 13 minutes, a loaf dish for 13 to 18 minutes, or 6 individual dishes for 10 to 13 minutes.
