HEALTH AND SAFETY
Beginning in the month of August the method of registration for health and safety classes has changed. The new method, created under the direction of the National American Red Cross, is designed to make it easier for students to register for the classes they need. 
In order to register for a class, students may register using a credit/debit card for payment in three ways:

1. Go online to www.redcross.org and clicking on “take a class” 

2. Come into our office and register from our office computer.
3. Register by phone by calling 1-877-519-5967
If a student wishes to pay by check or cash, they can come to our office and fill out a Registration form. A receipt will be given and the form will be faxed to register the student.
