RECIPES
Last month we featured Mary Lou Krietemeyer’s recipe for Strawberry Chiffon Pie. This month’s contribution is a recipe from volunteer Kathy Hippensteel for Taco Dip.

Layered Taco Dip
8 oz. Cream Cheese

8 oz. sour cream

1 tsp. lemon juice

Shredded Lettuce

Bottled Salsa 

8 oz. cheddar or Mexican Cheese

Black olives

Jalapeno slices (optional)

Mix together the cream cheese, sour cream, and lemon juice. Place in a salad bowl. Pour bottle of salsa over the cream cheese mixture. Layer shredded lettuce on top of the salsa. Spread shredded cheddar or Mexican Cheese on the lettuce. Top with sliced black olives and jalapeno slices (if desired).

Note: Using low-fat or fat free cheeses and sour cream is fine.  This looks especially nice when placed in a glass bowl.
